* 1) Teachers who had completed a specified
university course that included specialized
education subjects = Faculty of Eucation(Type A)

2) Teachers of other universities or faculties
who had completed the subjects required of
regular teachers = Faculties of others(Type B)

3) students of other universities or faculties who
